Golden Celery Trophy Challenge

You are invited to accept the 2010 Golden Celery Challenge issued by First United Methodist Church, current holders of the Golden Celery Trophy. 

The goal is to collect as much food as possible for Crossroads Urban Center during the month of July. Totals will be calculated on a per-capita basis so large and small faith communities have an equal chance at unseating First UMC! Crossroads is currently compiling a list of participating congregations. Please call (801) 364-7765 x133 or email Linda Hilton by Monday, June 28 to confirm your participation. 
Here is what you need to know as a participating congregation:

Challenge dates are Thursday, July 1 to Friday, July 30. Food may not be collected before July 1 or after Friday morning, July 30 for this challenge.

Faith communities may choose whether to bring food to Crossroads Urban Center each week or at the end of the challenge. Note that it is much better for Crossroads to receive ongoing food donations as opposed to one large amount at the end of July. But, you decide what works best for your group. 
Food can be delivered by anyone you designate and does not need to be delivered by the same person every time. Delivery hours are M-F, 9 - 4:30, except Monday, July 5 and Friday, July 23 when we will be closed for holidays. Our food pantry address is 347 South 400 East.

Food must be delivered to our back door, weighed and logged in under your FAITH COMMUNITY NAME in order to count for the challenge. Donations that are not weighed AT CROSSROADS or are logged under an individual’s name will not be included in your total. Feel free to keep your own total but the weight used for the challenge will be that which is logged here at our pantry. Our staff and volunteers will assist you in unloading and weighing food. Staff will also be sure that your donation is properly logged in. If you have questions or problems while at the pantry please speak to Linda or Rachel.

Running totals for your faith community or any other participating group will not be released until the challenge ends. You will have to be kept in the dark unless a divine message is delivered to you. All calls, emails and bribes will be ignored no matter who you are!

Each congregation must keep track of weekly attendance for the four Sundays in July and submit them to linda@crossroads-u-c.org. You can submit one total for all services held on the same date; they do not need to be kept separate. The Golden Celery trophy is awarded to the congregation who collects the most pounds of food per church attendee during the month of July. And no, you are NOT encouraged to have people drop off food and leave before the service starts!
ALL ATTENDANCE TOTALS MUST BE SUBMITTED BY FRIDAY, JULY 30. ALL FOOD MUST BE DELIVERED BY NOON ON FRIDAY, JULY 30 to count for the challenge.

Results will be posted by August 9. Bragging rights last all year.
Again, we hope you will be participating and hope the challenge generates some fun for you during July. Please remember that there are no losers. Everything you collect helps someone who is hungry and in need which makes you a winner.
